Course Description

Students will learn the four major components of any language (reading, listening, speaking and writing skills).  Furthermore, course studies will involve and exposure to cultural aspects of the various Hispanic countries.  This class is highly recommended for students who plan to attend college and counts toward one of the two years required for high school graduation.
II
Text/Materials/Supplies

Buen Viaje  I  

Students are required to bring a writing instrument, folder, and paper to class on a daily basis.  

III
Course Content

Emphasis is placed on the basic skills necessary for learning the Spanish language: speaking, listening, reading and writing.  The student achieves the listening and speaking abilities by first repeating the fundamental sounds, then by repeating words and phrases, and finally by formulating complete original sentences.  Reading skills are developed through the use of selected stories.  Several types of exercises are used to increase the student’s ability to write.  Implicit in the development of all four skills is a cumulative knowledge of verbs, grammar, and vocabulary.  Attention is give to cultural aspects of foreign language speaking countries.

The learner will:

· Read with correct pronunciation and intonation in the target language

· Respond orally and in writing to the spoken work

· Converse in the target language

· Write syntactically correct paragraphs in the target language

· Read and comprehend the target language enough so as to have basic survival skills
