

Spanish III: (Hours 1 & 3):  Distribute the "Keep Climbing" worksheet.  Students are to use their notes regarding the future tense to complete the worksheet.  They may turn the worksheet in tomorrow at the beginning of the hour.  However, I wouldn't tell them it is due tomorrow until the end of the hour.  That way, they will work on it during today's class. They may ask if they can work together.  It is all right with me if they do that.  Also, they will probably complete the work and have a little extra time at the end of the hour to chat or to work on homework from another class.  That is also fine as they won't bother you.  They are really good kids.  Please tell them that if I receive a good substitute teacher report, we will get into the prize box tomorrow.
Spanish II (Hours 2 & 4):  

1. Remind students that they have a chapter 12 test on Monday.
2. Working with their partner from Ecuador (on their partner map), students are to practice their flashcards for 8 minutes - for 4 minutes their partner quizzes them.  Then after 4 minutes, they switch and quiz their partner.

3. Working again with their Ecuador partner, students are to do page H-13 way in the back of their textbook on the blue-bordered pages.  Tell students that this is one of those upside down activities.  They should not write anything down for this activity.  This is merely a speaking and listening activity.  They should speak only Spanish during this activity.  This activity should take them about 5 minutes.

4. Once they are back to their original seats, you may distribute the Spanish II-B worksheet.  Working individually, students are to complete the worksheet and bring it with them tomorrow.  It is due at the beginning of the hour tomorrow.
5. If you think they still need more to do to fill the hour, ask them to turn to page 392 of their textbook.  They should read the selection titled El Camino de Santiago.  Then, they should do activities A and B on page 393 on a sheet of notebook paper.  The questions for activity A should be answered in complete, Spanish sentences.  For activity B, they should write at least three Spanish sentences to explain what they have learned from the reading.n
NOTE: I share my classroom with another teacher.  So, after the fourth hour class ends, you will need to leave the room as there will be a fifth hour science class entering the room (along with their teacher).  I usually go to the teachers' lounge to work during fifth hour.
